L) Trail Conditions Report
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Akamina-Kishinena Provincial Park is nestled into the southeast corner of British Columbia. This park shares a
boundary with Waterton Park along the Great Divide and Montana’s Glacier National Park to the south along
the international boundary. Access to this area is by hiking into the park on the old roadbed over Akamina Pass
from the Akamina Parkway in Waterton Lakes Park. Access from the west is also available through a network
of forest service roads through the Flathead valley; however, this access is not developed or maintained often.
The trails described below are via the main access from Waterton Lakes Park.

Weather fronts from the Pacific meet arctic and prairie influences that meet at this location creating sudden weather
changes. Very extreme and unexpected winds can occur within this area due to the geography being located in the
narrowest part of the Rocky Mountains. Be prepared for all types of weather and have proper backcountry supplies.
