It protects the
headwaters of the Elk River and presents astonishing scenic views of the Rocky Mountains. Elk Lakes offers a
landscape that can be enjoyed by all members of the family that have some experience in the backcountry.

Elk Lakes is located in remote mountainous terrain and sudden weather changes can occur. Be prepared for all
types of weather and have proper backcountry supplies.

Elk Valley Access Road Condition: The access road is a Forest Service Road (~67km), the road is in a

variable condition and a vehicle with medium clearance will be required. Drive with extreme caution and for your
safety, always yield to industrial traffic. A two-way radio is strongly recommended.
