Follow Goat River from
Kitchener on Hwy 3, to about 20
km, turn west on Skelly Cr road.
3.5 km to Kianuko Creek turnoff,
approx 1.5 km from there to
park boundary

Road deactivated; no vehicles
beyond park boundary

Old FSR follows Kianuko valley
north.

Snowmobiling is not permitted
in Kianuko Park.
